Day 1: Lucerne – Arrival & Private Lake 

Cruise 

Arrive in Zurich and be chauffeured to 

Lucerne, a jewel on the shores of Lake 

Lucerne. Settle into the Hotel des Balanc-

es, a boutique hotel overlooking the Reuss 

River. Begin your Swiss journey with a 

private lake cruise aboard a luxury yacht.

Falls

Lunch is served at a historic chalet 

featuring Swiss specialties, followed 

by a scenic drive to Mürren, an en-

chanting car-free village offering 

tranquility and alpine panoramas.

Day 5: Lake Geneva – Vineyards & 

Departure

ence overlooking the terraced vines 

and lake. Enjoy lunch at Auberge de 

l’Onde, renowned for its seasonal 

French-Swiss cuisine. Private transfer 

to Geneva for your departure, leaving 

with memories of Switzerland’s vi-

brant spring landscapes.
